The TCF
network is made up of over 1,200 examination centres
in 172 countries.

This TCF has been designed to meet the requirements
set by the Quebec authorities, which require
standardized tests and exams in French to be passed
as an automatic and mandatory element of the process 
to obtain the Quebec selection certificate (CSQ), and to
be issued with a permanent visa. French nationals and
French speakers are also included in this measure. 
The Quebec authorities also recognise the complete
‘TCF – tout public’ (compulsory and optional tests), the
‘TCF Canada’ as well as the DELF and DALF diplomas
(on condition of achieving a minimum score in the
listening comprehension and verbal skills tests and a
validity of at least 2 years). Since 1st August 2013, the
Quebec authorities have required level B2 as a
minimum to award a maximum of 16 points to this
language assessment.
